What is Armatus? 
Armatus is an internet-based abuse prevention training program developed by 
Praesidium Inc.  The Archdiocese of Portland has chosen Armatus as the annual training 
for Employees and Volunteers after they have completed the Called to Protect Program. 
 
When Should you start Armatus? 
You are to complete the Armatus course assigned for the year within 60 days of the 
program year beginning.  The courses are not voluntary; they are mandatory for all 
clergy, employees and volunteers who work directly with minors 4 or more times a 
year.  You can complete them at work, home, at the library and anywhere you have 
access to the internet.
